The Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries will strengthen publicity regarding the
prohibition of bringing in plants and livestock products by incoming travelers, disinfection of
shoe soles, inspection of carry—on items and international mail, and will conduct awareness—
raising activities such as campaigns in various locations.

Please refer to the following URL and the attached flyer (multilingual) regarding animal and
plant quarantine, and take note of the following when traveling.

[Points to note)

*To prevent the spread of plant pests and diseases and livestock infectious diseases,
Japan strictly restricts the importation of fruits, vegetables, meat, and meat products from
overseas.

*Even for items not prohibited, a plant quarantine certificate is required for the importation
of fresh fruits, vegetables, grains, legumes, etc.

- The importation of meat and meat products is prohibited.
This applies to all items, including in—flight meals, souvenirs, and even small quantities.

Please take note that illegal importation may result in penalties, including imprisonment for
up to three years or a fine of up to 3 million yen (or up to 50 million yen for corporations).
