Typical Questions You Are Asked During Job 
Interviews

Why do you want to work in Japan?

Present the reasons why you want to work in Japan, your motivations and how 
much you can contribute to the company.

How long do you plan to work in Japan?

Those who are planning to return home after working for a short period of time 
are not likely to be hired.

How can you contribute to our company?

Highlight the acquired skills and strengths only you could offer as an international 
student.

What is something that you gave your best at during your student days?

Balancing part-time job with study etc.
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How to Get Hired in Major Japanese 
Companies

Japanese language proficiency is really important!

You are required to have the abilities equivalent to Japanese 

students.

(1) Japanese language

(2) Understanding of the Japanese culture

(3) Professional knowledge (especially science major)

In order to gain employment, 

it is essential as a prerequisite to

have sufficient ability to speak, read, 

and write in Japanese.
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We recommend you to 
attend Japanese classes 

as often as you can!
