Applicants must fulfill all of the following conditions:

1) native language other than Japanese

2] 15 years of age or older on the contest day

3] not having won the st Prize, the Foreign Minister's
Award, or 2nd Prize, the Education Minister's
Award, in a previous contest

4. Judging Criteria & Judges

The judges will evaluate each speech according o ithe

following criteria:

1) SUBJECT CHOICE
Does the subject have universal appeal? Is it timely?
Is it importante

2) SUPPORTING MATERIALS
Are sufficient evidence ond convincing arguments
provided?

3) ORGANIZATION
Are a creative viewpoint and way of thinking
adequately expressede s the subject logically and
effectively presented?

4) LANGUAGE
Is the language clear, correct and cppropriate for the
subject?  Are the pronunciation, intonation and
grammar suitable?

5) PRESENTATION
s the presentafion natural, impressive and convincing
including facial expressions, gestures, elc.?

5. Contestant Selection

Contestant selection will be made according to the
evaluation of the applicant's recorded speech and
accompanying manuscript. The evaluation will be made
at IEC in accordance with the aferementioned judging
criteria from 1 to 4, and a notice will be sent to all
applicants by the end of April 2014, The number of
contestants shall be limited to 10 10 12.

6. Application & Deadline

Applicants must submit the following:

2) Your speech on a DVD disk, a SD card, o USB file
storage, efc.
